Peach will introduce daily flights on the Sapporo (New Chitose)-Soul (Incheon) route starting April 25, 2019. In
addition to being Peach’s second international route originating from New Chitose Airport, after Taipei (Taoyuan), the
route will be the first one for a Japanese airline company.

Service on the Okinawa (Naha)-Hong Kong route was suspended on October 29, 2017, but daily service will be
relaunched June 28, 2019. This will increase the number of Peach’s international routes originating from Okinawa (Naha)
to five, which also include Taipei (Taoyuan), Kaohsiung, Seoul (Incheon), and Bangkok (Suvarmabhumi).

“Peach will make the New Chitose Airport the
gateway to North Asia by linking Hokkaido to Seoul. By relaunching service and introducing daily flights on the Okinawa
(Naha)-Hong Kong route and introducing daily flights on the Sapporo (New Chitose)-Taipei (Taoyuan) and
Sendai-Taipei (Taoyuan) routes, we have also created a schedule that makes it easier for Asian customers to visit
Japan. Peach will strive to become the bridge to Asia by creating a broad network that links the various regions of
Japan, from the North to the South.”
